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IN MEMORIAM

THE HONORABLE JAMES R. DUNN   1937-2024
Judge James R. Dunn, aka Jim, was a beloved father, husband, and 
grandfather. Jim was a warm, compassionate, and patient man who loved his 
family, and was admired for his work ethic, intelligence, temperament, and 
dedication to public service and justice.

A native of Los Angeles, Jim graduated from Van Nuys High School and went 
on to Stanford University, where he earned a Bachelor of Science degree in 
Industrial Engineering in 1959 and a Juris Doctorate degree in 1962.

After decades in the legal field, in 1999, Governor Pete Wilson appointed Jim to the Los Angeles Superior 
Court. He was a lifelong student of Christian Science, and recently served in leadership roles for the 43rd 
Church of Christ, Scientist in Los Angeles. He was passionate about history and technology, took pride in 
his garden, and had a real talent for drawing and singing and had a knack for storytelling to his grandsons. 
He has been known and loved for the stable presence he has been in the lives of many, as both a mentor 
and friend.

James created the Wendy Dunn Memorial Scholarship in honor of his wife Wendy, when she passed in 
2008. This endowed scholarship will continue to support a Ventura College student who has overcome 
personal hardships or challenges year after year.

NANCY STEHLE   1937-2023
Nancy was born to Anne (Muggy) and William (Bill) Slover on April 27, 1937 in 
Elgin, IL and raised in Manchester, CT. An independent and vibrant personality 
from the beginning, Nancy was an excellent student, graduated from Manchester 
High School and immediately went on to study geology at Wellesley College.

After graduating from Wellesley, she moved to Oxnard and began a career in 
environmental management at Naval Base Port Hueneme as a civilian for the 
Department of the Navy, where she helped the Navy start its first nationwide 
recycling program. Shortly after beginning her career, she met her husband Carl 
Stehle, Jr., a fellow geologist, marrying on Aug 4, 1962. They had no children.

Nancy retired after 30+ years with the Navy. She enjoyed many outdoor activities and continued hiking 
and camping into her early 80s. She lived in Washington, D.C. and Boulder, CO but returned to Oxnard 
after retirement to be near friends. Nancy taught Geology at Ventura College, was a Ventura College 
Foundation board member and created the Betsy Stover Phoenix and Carl Stehle Jr. scholarships. The 
Betsy Stover endowed scholarship will continue to provide support for VC nursing student, while the Carl 
Stehle Jr. endowed scholarship, named for Nancy’s husband, will continue to support students studying 
the physical sciences. 

Tonight's Scholarship Awards are presented in memory of four longstanding members of the Ventura 
College Foundation family.  We honor their legacy that continues to make an impact on the lives of the 
students they cared about so passionately. 
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STEPHEN JOSEPH KIPP   1948-2024
Stephen Joseph Kipp was raised and lived his entire life in Ventura County, 
a 3rd generation Ventura County local. He attended Oxnard’s Santa Clara 
Catholic schools and he earned a myriad of degrees and certifications including 
a BS and MBA from CSUN, a MPA from USC and a Personal Financial Planner 
certification from UCLA. He also earned his Lifetime Community College 
Teaching Credential, teaching courses at Santa Clara High School, Ventura 
College, University of La Verne, and Pacifica Christian College.

Stephen had successful public service and private sector careers: he worked for 
the County of Ventura offices of the Assessor, CEO, Board of Supervisors (District V), Auditor-Controller, 
and Sheriff. In 1984, he switched gears to the private sector’s financial services industry, creating in 
1990 his own Registered Investment Advisory firm, the Kipp Financial Group, Inc. After a successful and 
rewarding financial services practice, he sold his practice to retire and cherish life with his beloved family. 

Stephen’s passion was giving back to his Ventura County community. He served on numerous Boards 
of Directors and provided financial support to many charity organizations including the Ventura College 
Foundation where he served on our Board of Directors and was a member of the President’s Circle. 
Stephen’s leadership on the Ventura College Foundation was invaluable to the students of Ventura College.

Stephen was well known for his exceptional generosity, huge heart, his positivity, master problem solving 
skills, and incredible sense of humor. He was highly respected, admired, and inspiring to those around him, 
and will be greatly missed.

SHEILA MAY FATTARELLI   1935-2023 
Sheila May Fattarelli, 87, of Ventura, CA, passed away on October 21, 2023. 
Born on November 16, 1935, in Los Angeles, California, Sheila was the beloved 
daughter of May and James Alan McNeill. She was preceded in death by her 
loving husband, Aldo Fattarelli, and her brother, Don McNeill. 

Sheila’s educational journey started at Alhambra High School and continued at 
Pasadena City College and the University of California at Santa Barbara.

Sheila was an active member of the community and dedicated her time to various organizations. She 
was a member of the Ventura Rotary Club, Ventura Chapter of PEO International, Assistance League of 
Ventura County, where she volunteered for many years at the Girl’s Club and Assistance League Thrift 
Store, and the Community Memorial Hospital Women’s Auxiliary (Pink Ladies).

In 2011, Sheila was introduced to the Foundation by her friend Ellyn Dembowski, a Board Member. 
This introduction sparked Sheila’s initiative to establish the Fattarelli Family Trust Scholarship, aimed at 
supporting students in the Ventura College Nursing Program.

In her honor, we want to continue 
supporting LGBTQ+ youth on their path to education, empowerment, and advocacy my mother started.
